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PREFACE

Producing and analyzing statistics and information in various parts of the national economy is one of the missions of
Iran Chamber of Commerce, Industries, Mines and Agriculture. With the establishment of the Centre for Statistics
and Economic Information in Iran Chamber of Commerce in the year 1394, implementation of this important mission
was more closely followed up. Therefore, in the first step and in order to provide timely important statistical data and
information to meet the statistical needs of economic operators, the Centre for Statistics and Economic Information of
Iran Chamber launched the statistical webpage in the portal of electronic services of Iran Chamber and disseminated
more than 1600 statistical items and indicators through that webpage. However and since the statistical yearbook, as a
useful and common tool in information dissemination processes, plays an important role in introducing and illustrat-
ing the status or performance of a country or an organization in different fields for every year, Iran Chamber with the
aim of introducing the most important activities carried out during one year by the national parliament of the private
sector, as well as disseminating the selected information and data pertinent to this sector at national and international
levels, decided to compile and publish the "Statistical Yearbook of Iran Chamber of Commerce, Industries, Mines and
Agriculture, the year 1396".

Statistical Yearbook of Iran Chamber of Commerce, Industries, Mines and Agriculture is comprised of a series of the
latest available statistical information and data on the activities and services rendered by Iran Chamber of Commerce,
Industries, Mines and Agriculture, the results of statistical surveys conducted by the Statistical Centre of Iran and
administrative registers and the results of the surveys conducted by other government organizations that are related to
performance of the private sector of the country, in the form of tables and charts. Before going through the chapters,
users are recommended to study the introductions which take in the definitions and concepts concerned and the sub-
ject-matter coverage of the statistical items. Further, they provide readers with justifications for unavailability of some
timely data or exclusion of some statistical items for the year 1396. In order to provide easy access to this publication
for honorable users, the electronic version of the Statistical Yearbook is also available through the publications section

of the electronic services portal of Iran Chamber at www.chambertrust.ir/salnameh.

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Introduction

Chambers of Commerce as the responsible authority
and parliament of the private sector in Iran and throughout
the world, play a significant role in facilitating the ac-
tivities of operators of the private sector. To illustrate
this, the present chapter presents the performances and
activities of Iran Chamber of Commerce, Industries, Mines
and Agriculture. In this chapter, information related to
performance of the various sections of Chamber of

Commerce will be presented.

Definitions and concepts

Commercial card: is a licence that allows the holder,
whether a natural or legal person to engage in commercial
activities in the field of import and export of goods. This
type of trade covers the order registration and clearance
of goods to import from free zones, commissioning in
customs and export of goods in free circulation.
Membership card: a licence which its owner is the
member of Iran Chamber of Commerce only, and in
case of providing services by the Chamber, they can
enjoy the benefits of those services.

Types of commercial and membership cards: are available
in both natural (personal) and legal (corporate) types.
Suspension: in case of loss and theft of the card,
membership or commercial activities would be suspended.
Extension: typically, the credibility of the membership
card is one year, which can be extended to more than
one year in case of ranking, having production activity
or exploitation license.

Cancellation: in some cases such as a legal problem
for the chief executive officer or a reluctance to extend,
commercial or membership card would be cancelled.
Conversion: if a member would like to change the
membership card to a commercial card or vice versa or
to a case permit, the card will be converted.

File transfer: a request to transfer the file of a commercial
or membership card from a branch (Province) to another
branch.

ISIC Classification: the International Standard
Industrial Classification of All Economic Activities (ISIC)
consists of a coherent and consistent classification
structure of economic activities based on a set of

internationally agreed concepts, definitions, principles
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and classification rules. It provides a comprehensive
framework within which economic data can be collected
and reported in a format that is designed for the purposes
of economic analysis, decision-taking and policy-making
Ranking: is performed with the aim of differentiating
between economic operators, facilitating domestic
and international business relations and providing a
reliableconditionforgivingspecial privilegestoeconomic
operators. Ranking is for applicants whose commercial
cards have been issued earlier in the Chamber of Commerce
and Chamber of Cooperatives and at least 3 years have
passed since the issuance date and could be able to
provide financial statements (including balance sheets,
profit and loss and supplementary notes). That is,
legal applicants of the commercial card necessarily, and
natural applicants in case of providing financial
statements, will be covered by this plan in the first year.
Ranking applicant: in this yearbook, all people who
apply for receiving a rank from the ranking unit are called
applicant. These people will be included in ranking in case
of having the qualifications and after receiving the rank.
Rank: in the ranking plan, economic operators are ranked
based on the Golden, Silvery, Bronze and Normal ranks
which are from 0 to 100. In the golden, silvery, bronze
and normal ranks, the received scores must be 81 to 100,
61 to 80, 41 to 60 and 0 to 40, respectively.

Issuance of the Certificate of Origin and Form A:
a certificate of origin is an international document
which is compiled and presented by the International
Chamber of Commerce and indicating the country of
productionormanufactureofthe goods. Theissuingbody
explicitlyacknowledgesthenatureofgoodsbycertificateof
origin to particular countries, And guarantees the
validity of the specifications of the goods written in the
certificate of origin for the buyer as well as the condition
of benefiting from the preferential tariffs.

Issuance of the Certificate of Origin and Form

Certificate of Origin and Form A: the certificate of
origin is issued in the types of form A and the form of
certificate of origin. Forms of the certificate of origin is
used for the countries of the European Union, Arab, Asian
and African countries and form A for export to Europe
(except the 28 countries of the European Union), America,
Oceania, Japan, Turkey, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan etc.
Gross weight: based on the applicant’s request, the
weight written in the certificate of origin can be registered
based on the declaration or bill of lading. If the applicant
wishes to receive the certificate of origin on the basis of
the weight written in the bill of lading, the weight of the
bill of lading shall be less than the declaration. Otherwise,
the certificate of origin will be issued on the basis of the
weight of the declaration or the applicant may refer to the
relevant executive customs to correct his declaration.
Value: the cost of the certificate of origin and form A for
each declaration is up to 200,000 dollars (250,000 rials).
If the amount of the declaration is more than 200,000
dollars, the amount of 50,000 rials will be added for
every 100,000 dollars. The cost of signature verification of
commercial documents is also 150 thousand rials per paper.
TIR Carnet: a customs and transit document which is
used for the international transport of goods by road and
under the convention of TIR. The TIR carnet is used to
transport goods from the customs of origin in the territory of
a country to the customs of destination in the territory
of another country that is a contracting party to the TIR
convention.

Return of TIR Carnet: returning an international
transit document from the holder (transport company) to
the guarantee institution (chamber of commerce).
Cancellation of TIR Carnet: is to accept and insert the
TIR carnet information in the TIR electronic systems.
Loss of TIR Carnet: failure to receive TIR carnet from
the transport company and report it as “lost” in the TIR
carnet electronic system.

Acceptance Certificate of TIR Carnet: is the approval
certificate of the freight container standard based on the
written standard of the Convention.

Cancellation of the Acceptance Certificate of TIR
Carnet: is the cancellation of the approval certificate
of the freight container standards, based on the written
standards in the TIR Convention.

Associations of Iran Chamber of Commerce:
Deputy Head for Associations of Iran Chamber
of Commerce is responsible for organizing of the

economic associations.
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Nationwide associations: refer to the associations that
cover the field of specialized business activities throughout
the country.

Provincial associations (branches): refers to the
associations that cover the activities of their affiliated
parties within the related province.

Issued Agreements in Principle: this type of agreement
is issued in order to establish the national and provincial
associations, incorporate the associations which are
registered in other organizations or agencies and changes
in the structure and title.

Establishment of association and branch: is the
establishment, registration and organization of the
business associations in the Iran Chamber through the
request of the operating enterprises and associations in the
field of the related business. Otherwise, after identification
of shortcomings and gaps in the field of specified business
activities, the Chamber of Commerce will invite, register
and organize the associations, itself.

Incorporation: associations which are registered at
other organizations or agencies such as the Ministry of
Cooperatives, Labor and Social Welfare and the Ministry
of Interior and then established, will be incorporated with
Iran Chamber of Commerce with the approval of the rules
of cooperation with Iran Chamber of Commerce.

Iran Chamber Arbitration Centre: is responsible
for settlement of both domestic and international
commercial disputes. Domestic commercial arbitration
includes disputes and claims concerning commercial relations
and transactions between legal or natural persons who, in
accordance with the Iranian laws, are the Iran citizen at the
time of the conclusion of the arbitration agreement, and
international commercial arbitration is an agreement
whose one of the parties, in accordance with the Iranian
laws, is not the Iran citizen at the time of the conclusion of
the arbitration agreement.

Filing a Petition for Arbitration: a petition for
arbitrationwillbesubmittedtothesecretariatofthearbitration
centre by the petitioner or the applicant for arbitration. The
secretariat will acknowledge the receipt of the petition to
the plaintiff and defendant by specifying the date of the
receipt and declares that the petition must include the
followings: full details of the parties, the nature of the
transaction, contract or the events which gave rise to the
dispute and explanation of the origin of the claim,
determination of the object of the claim and its amount,
explaining the arbitration agreement, commenting on
the number of arbitrators and the ways of their selection
according to the arbitration agreement, and in case of
necessity and international arbitration, commenting on the
place of arbitration, the language of arbitration and reliable
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law and regulations.

Consultation: a guide for applicants of the arbitration
services step by step in the case proceedings.

Passed verdicts: end of the dispute settlement process,
which will end up in a arbitral award.

Halal Food Certificate: halal as a global standard, is
considered as a standard of healthy food quality in the
world and as a factor in the development of exchanges
of food industries and products among Islamic and non-
Islamic countries. Halal food (is not forbidden) is a healthy
food that is allowed to be consumed in accordance with
Islam’s Sharia laws and should be free from any prohibited
and unclean ingredients.

Issuance of Halal certification abroad: Islamic
Chamber Research and Information Center (ICRIC)/
Halal World Institution (authority in issuance of Halal
certificate) has representative offices in Japan, Korea,
Turkey and Germany. If a foreign company refers to
these centres in order to receive Halal Certification,
the specifications and profile of the applicant company
will be received if the company does not use pork and
alcohol in its final product. In case of final approvals,
the Halal Certificate will be issued to the products of
the applicant company. Applicants of the Halal Certificate
of the overseas centers, use the center’s certificate for
their local sales as well as the export of their products
to various countries.

Accepted Board: foreign trade missions attending
the Iran Chamber at the invitation of Iran Chamber of
Commerce, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs or any other
related institution and organization, and in addition to
the meetings with the chairs of the Chamber, they hold
business to business meetings.

Mission dispatched: the Iranian business missions
who are dispatched to the foreign parent countries,
under the supervision of the Head of the Chamber or the
Ministry of Foreign A ffairsorotherofficial authorities ofthe
country, and in addition to the meetings with the chairs of
the Chamber, they hold business to business meetings in
the partner countries.

Iran Chamber of Commerce Support Unit: Abrar
Charity Community is a charitable, non-profit and
non-political organization which is affiliated to
Iran Chamber of Commerce, Industries, Mines and
Agriculture, and is operating at national, regional and
international levels. Granting a scholarship,build-
ing educational, cultural and religious centres, and
sustainable rural development are of the activities of
the support unit.
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Awarding scholarship to high school and university
students in the form of educational support plan:
educational support plan for high school and university
talented and indigent students who are orphan, poorly
supervised and guardianless, ill and disabled including
blind and deaf, who are residing in the deprived and less
developed urban and rural areas, is currently carry out
in 27 Provinces throughout the country. Aid recipients
are supported in the three educational levels of upper
secondary, pre-university and university.

Sustainable rural development: eliminating the root
causes of poverty and deprivation is one of the policies
of Abrar Charity Community since its inception. Finding
the root causes of this social problem, led Abrar Charity
Community to the sustainable rural development as one of
the most considerable areas on poverty and deprivation.
The Joint Chamber or Council of Commerce: is a
public, non-governmental, non-commercial, non-profit
and affiliated institution to Iran Chamber of Commerce
that is established in order to develop economic relations
in all sectors of industry, commerce, mine, agriculture
and services and to encourage bilateral exchanges and
investments between Iran and the target country.
Educational Centre of Applied Science and Technology
of Iran Chamber of Commerce, Industries, Mines and
Agriculture: a unit which is affiliated to the Chamber and
is open to students for associate and bachelor courses in
the fields of accounting, management and commerce.
Education Course on International Road Transport
of Goods: is one of the most important training
courses of the Iran Chamber Education centre in the
commercial sector. This education course includes the TIR
Convention, transittransport, transportofdangerous goods,
vehicleidentification, tradelaw, CMR convention, and the
steps of the company establishment, transport insurance,
taxes of financial statements of business enterprises,

incoterms and documentary credits.

Economic activities of members of Chamber of
Commerce

Using standard classifications to identify and introduce
the units covered by organizations, institutions and
nationwide associations related to economic oper-
ators and the important actors of the field of business
in each country is one of the most basic and the most
important duty of these organizations, because it paves

the way to compare and share common information
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and data between different organizations. With the
establishment of Centre for Statistics and Economic
Information in Iran Chamber of Commerce, studying and
modifying the smart trade card database structure, as one
of the most important primary duties of the Centre, was
considered with the aim of identifying the members
of Iran Chamber via the International Standard
Industrial Classification of All Economic Activities
(ISIC.rev4). In this regard and through several phases by
the end of the year 1396, more than 36,000 natural and
legal members of Iran Chamber whose identification of
their main activities were possible by using the available
information in the system or through other examinations,
were coded. Besides, with the cooperation of ICT

management of Iran Chamber since the middle of
the year 1396, all new members of Iran Chamber of
Commerce have been obliged to accurately introduce
their field of economic activity and identify the standard
identification code of their activity by selecting on the
system, which is considered as a very important step
in updating the framework information and data of the
members of Iran Chamber. However, close to 5,700
natural or legal members of Iran Chamber, have not yet
been clearly identified in relation to the field of economic
activity (lacking ISIC code), and we hope these units will
be identified and coded in the near future through the
effective cooperation of the provincial chambers. In this
yearbook, information of the members of Iran Chamber
is collected and presented based on the classification
of the main economic activities (character code) as well
as the secondary economic activities (two digit code).
It should be mentioned that the statistics related to the
provincial members of chambers that do not have a standard
code of economic activity, has been presented as other

or unknown activities.

CHAPTER 2

IRAN PRIVATE SECTOR’S STATISTICS
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Introduction

This chapter provides information on performance of
the private sector in the fields of agriculture, mining,
industry and services. Statistical yearbook of the national
organizations and statistical centres has been used in the
information preparation of this chapter. Central Bank
indices, the results of the Mining, Industry and
AgricultureSurvey,aswellasthelranStatistical Y earbook,
Agricultural Yearbook of the Ministry of Agriculture-
Jahad, Statistical Yearbook and Information Database
of the Islamic Republic of Iran Railways are among
the sources used in preparing the tables of this chapter.
Information on performance of the private sector in
the field of industry and mine has been prepared in this
yearbook for the first time in the country. It should
be specifically mentioned that the information on the
industry sector has been extracted from the latest statistical
survey on industry from the Statistical Centre of Iran for
the year 1393, and the agricultural information and data
has been presented based on the last Agricultural Census

which is carried out in the year 1393.

Definitions and concepts

Manufacturing establishment: a certain and fixed
place where an accumulation of capital and labour force
are invested for manufacturing one or more products.
Mine: collection of (cost-effective) mineral deposits,
machinery, and facilities established for exploring,
equipping, and exploiting and dressing of minerals.
Value of products: value of minerals and products

produced at the mines and manufacturing establishments.

Type of establishment ownership:

Public: where over 50% of the capital belongs to the
ministries, government agencies, banks, Islamic Revolution
institutions, municipalities, or other public sector bodies.
Private (cooperative): establishment which is
registered as a cooperative company and the whole or
more than 50% ofits shares belongs to the members of the
cooperative.

Private (non-cooperative): where the whole or more

than 50% of its capitals belongs to persons.
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Cooperative: refers to company composed of at
least 7 natural persons as members who finance
either whole or 51 percent of the capital. It is
registered according to regulations in the law of

cooperative sector.

Type of Management

Private management: management exercised by
individuals or private institutions.

Employees: include all people working inside or
outside of the establishment, full-time or part-time.
Value added of manufacturing activities: the
difference between the output value and the value
of intermediate consumption arising from economic
activities.

Labor productivity: proportion of value added to the
number of labors.

Investment: changes in the value of capital properties
(value of purchase or obtaining of capital properties
plus cost of major repairs minus sale or transfer value of
these properties) during a definite period of time.
Inventories: consist of stocks of output that are still
held by the units that produced them prior to their
being further processed, sold, delivered to other
units or used in other ways; and stocks of products
acquired from other units that are intended to be used for
intermediate consumption or for resale without
further processing, which can be also negative due to the
nature of inventory value.

Ore dressing: refers to all physical and chemical
operations for separating some of waste materials from
ores or separating ores from one another.

Operating mine: any mine with exploitation license
from the Ministry of Industry, Mine and Trade (for
mines other than sand and gravel) or from municipalities
and governor's offices (for sand and gravel) that has
been under extraction (in some cases with dressing
activities) for at least 30 successive or non-successive
days to produce marketable ores during the year of the
enumeration.

Mineral production: all minerals obtained from
a series of extraction activities which make them
marketable. It should be mentioned that in some

mining activities, minerals are supplied to the market
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without undergoing dressing process, whereas in others,
minerals are supplied to the market after a series of
physical and/ or chemical treatments for separating
some of the waste from ores, separating ores from
one another, or increasing fineness of raw material. In
addition, in one series of activity, several minerals
may be produced. For example, copper ore extraction
activity includes minerals of copper ore and copper and
molybdenum concentrates production.

Direct exports: includes the value of direct sale by mine
to abroad (foreign customers).

Agricultural holder: is a natural or legal person who
individually or jointly exercises management control
over the agricultural holding. The holder has technical
and economic responsibility for the holding as well as
direct role in its profit and loss.

Agricultural holding: all agricultural activities run
by a single management is an agricultural production
unit, which is called agricultural holding. This unit
is managed by members of one or more households
(natural persons) or by an authorized company or
a public institution (legal entity). If activities of an
agricultural production unit are performed within the
limit of some villages or cities, each unit located in a
single village or city limit is considered an agricultural
holding. In the Agricultural Census, holdings engaged
in at least one activity matching one of following
definitions were counted:

Farming (temporary crops): holdings with at least
400 square meters of arable land at the time of enumeration.
Farming is to cultivate annual plants in open air or
under temporary cover, on the farmland or between
the trees of the garden. Annual plants mostly have
herbaceous stems whose bush are destroyed by
harvesting or their subterranean organs (as root, bulb,
etc.) remain under the ground for next year, like: wheat,
sugar beet, alfalfa, cotton, onion, saffron, vegetables,
pulses and gladiolus.

Horticulture (permanent crops): holdings with at least
200 square meters of orchards and nurseries at the time
of enumeration. Horticulture is to create and maintain fruit
and fruitless gardens including nursery and generally,
cultivating perennial plants on the ground, in the open

air or under temporary cover. Perennial plants mostly
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have wooden stems or trunks, all or some parts of which
will remain under the ground to crop the next year.
Different types of fruit trees like citrus and peach trees,
vines and tea plants and damask rose as well as fruitless
trees like poplar are considered as perennial crops.
Raising of large livestock: holdings raising large
livestock (cows, buffaloes and camels) which have had
at least one large livestock at the time of enumeration.
Raising of small livestock: holdings raising small
livestock (sheep and goats) which have had at least two
small livestock at the time of enumeration.

Raising of poultry via traditional method: holdings
raising limited number of hen, rooster, chicken, duck,
goose and turkey in the household place of residence.
Greenhouse production: holdings having activity in
this field in every size during the intended crop year.
Apiculture: keeping types of operating beehive (with
bee population) whether new or old, is considered as
beekeeping or apiculture.

Pisciculture (fish farming): a type of aquaculture
which includes the cultivation of warm and cold water
fish for food.

Holding with or without cropland: if the holding
with farming or horticultural activities has an
agricultural cropland except greenhouse is considered
as holding with cropland, and otherwise, is considered
as holding without cropland, like holdings which
have livestock farming or greenhouse cultivation
activities.

Arable land: land allocated to farming (cultivation of
annul plants), either under cultivation or left fallow.
Irrigated arable land: is a cultivated land in which the
crops growing are irrigated.

Rainfed arable land: cultivated lands that are not
irrigated but left to be watered through precipitation.
Area under cultivation: area allocated to crop
production in the year of the survey implementation
that has been cultivated in the same year or the year
before.

Modern cattle farm: an agricultural production unit
where cattle are raised according to modern procedures
and methods with respect to the characteristics of the

place, rearing, feeding, and health.
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Building: an enclosed, roofed, fixed and independent
space from foundation to ceiling and is separated from
the surrounding area through its walls and has one or
more than one entrance to the public paths.

Started building: the building whose construction is
started in the reported period.

Completed building: a building whose construction is
finished in the reported period and is ready to use
Half-completed building: a building whose construction
is not completed until the end of the reported period.
Residential building: is used for habitation, only.
Mixed-use buildings (both residential and non-
residential): a building in which there are one or more
non-residential units or business units in addition to its
residential area.

Non-residential building: a building which is not
considered for residential purposes and is used for
commercial, industrial, educational, health, religious,
recreational and sports centers, hotels and inn, and
similar purposes.

Investment in building construction: payments made
for construction of a building during a specified period,
even if the building has not been completed during that
period.

Liability of public sector to banks and non-bank
credit institutions: total debt of government, corporations
and public institutions to banks and credit institutions.
Liability of non-public sector to banks and non-bank
credit institutions: includes extended facilities, past due
claims, overdue claims, suspicious claims, debtors for
documentary credits paid, debtors for paid guarantees,
debtors for domestic documentary credits, customer debts
for the exchange rate difference, old claims, protested
promissory notes and participation papers of non-public
sector. It should be mentioned that the extended facilities
include profits and revenues of coming years.

Public sector's deposits with banks and non-bank
credit institutions: total deposits of government, public
corporations and institutions with banks and non-bank
credit institutions including armed forces retirement
fund, guarantees' cash deposits, customers' pre-payment
for facilities (hire purchase and other facilities), and
customers' pre-payments for the documentary credits

with the commercial banks.
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Fixed capital formation in machinery: gross fixed
capital formation in machinery includes the cost of
purchasing machinery and business equipment minus
the net sale of used and rickety machinery and business
equipment during an accounting period

Capital formation in building: gross fixed capital
formation in building refers to the costs pertinent to the
road construction administrative buildings, construction
of bridges, tunnels, railway, dams, airports, sewerage,
irrigation network and oil and gas pipelines, telegraph,
telephone, electricity, etc.

Health care and medical centres: include clinics,
polyclinics and health centres.

Fixed bed: refers to the bed in the hospital which was
considered for that hospital at the time of the approval
of the project for building the hospital or its development.
Medical diagnosis laboratory: refers to a medical unit
established by permission from the Ministry of Health
and Medical Education, which carries out tests of biology,
microbiology, serology, biochemistry, immunohematology,
hematology, biophysics, Cytology, histology, cellular
and molecular genetics among others on samples taken
from human body to obtain information for diagnosis,
prevention or treatment continuation or for a health
checkup. It includes two types: clinical and anatomical.
Rehabilitation  centres: all medical units
carrying out only physical treatment. These centres
include physiotherapy, work therapy, speech therapy,
audiometry, optometry and technical orthopedics.
There are two forms of rehabilitation centres,
independent and dependent. The rehabilitation
centres located in a hospital or a clinic are "dependent”,
but those working independently of any other centre
are called "independent”.

Diagnostic nuclear treatment institutions: diagnosis
and treatment of diseases through application of rays
by specialists in radiography, radiography technicians,
as well as experimental radiographers holding a work
license from the Ministry of Health and Medical Education.
In this chapter, diagnostic nuclear treatment centre refers
to a place for radiology tests and providing diagnostic
nuclear treatment services, the qualification of which
is confirmed by the Ministry of Health and Medical

Education.
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Worker: under the definition of the work, all people aged
10 and over who worked, during the reference week, at
least one hour or for reasons, left the work temporarily are
treated as worker. Workers mainly include two groups:
wage and salary ecarners, and the self-employed.
Temporary leaving of work during the reference week
while there is a formal attachment to their job for wage
and salary earners, and the continuation of the business

for self-employment is considered as employment.

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CHAPTER 3
NATIONAL MONITORING RESULT
OF BUSINESS ENVIRONMENT
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Introduction

Today, improving the business environment is one of the
most important strategies of economic development in each
country. Besides, the better the business environment in a
country, the more entrepreneurial opportunities would
be available, and the more entreprencurial opportunities
would result in higher economic performance and
creation of value and wealth in that country. The data
and results of the business monitoring plan which is
carrying out by I[ran Chamber of Commerce are used in this
chapter. It should be mentioned that since the plan was
carried out in the fall and winter of the year 1395 by the
Centre for Statistics and Economic Information in Iran
Chamber of Commerce, the average annual year in the

tables is calculated from the average of these two seasons.

Definitions of Concepts

Business environment: is the sum total of factors that
influence the performance or management of business
enterprises, but are almost beyond the control of the
managers of enterprises. Factors such as rules and
regulations, amount of precipitation, work culture in a
region, etc., are vary in different countries and geographical
areas, and in every field of activity and over time.
Business Environment Index: is a figure from 1 to 10,
of which the score 10 indicates the worst, and the score
1 indicates the best grade in measuring the influential
components on the business environment.

General index: to evaluate the business environment
index, a combination of survey data with statistical data
has been used based on the Shane's General Theory of
Entrepreneurship. The calculation of Iran's National
Business Environment Index is carry out through
computing 70 indices that include 28 survey components
and 42 statistical components that have been considered
by various and measurable factors that influence the
management of manufacturing units in Iran.

Survey components: include 28 components
whose pertinent data is collected by completing the
questionnaire in collaboration with economic operators
(selected by sampling methods).

Statistical Components: include 42 components in two
institutional and economic environments, whose pertinent
data is collected from information resources and official

statistics of the country.
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Shane’s General Theory of Entrepreneurship:
based on this theory, two specific environment factors
could be distinguished: the economic environment and
institutional ~ environment. Economic environment
factors include the macroeconomic environment, financial
environment, structure of production and geographical
environment, and institutional environment factors
include the political environment, legal environment,
cultural environment, educational and scientific
environment, technology and innovation environment,

and structure of government.

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Introduction

Understanding the economic position and status of the
Islamic Republic of Iran among the countries of the world
can help economic operators to make better decisions,
especially in the international level. Thus, in this chapter,
Iran's performance has been reviewed in relation to some
of the key economic indices, including indices related
to business environment, competitiveness, exports and
imports, and transportation and tourism among countries
of the world. International sources such as the World
Bank and World Bank reports on business environment,
the United Nations Statistics Division (UNSD), World
Economic Forum competitiveness reports, and other
sources have been used in preparation and production of

statistics and information of this chapter.

Definitions and Concepts

Doing Business Indices: these indices cover 10
business oversight areas in 190 world economies. In
order to provide a different perspective on the data, these
indices are displayed in two ways of distance from the
leading index and ease of doing business ranking.
Distance to frontier score: this criterion represents the
best observed performance on each index in the total
economy, and shows the distance between the performance
of the countries with the country of the best performance
in each indicator.

Index of the distance from the leading score, is the distance
between the performance of the economy and measuring
the best performance in 41 indices for 10 business titles.
Starting a Business: procedures, time, cost and minimum
capital to start the business of a limited liability company.
Ease of doing business index: ease of doing business
ranking is a supplement to the distance score from the
leading indicator, which provides information on the
performance of an economy in the field of business
regulations in comparison with other economies. Ease
of doing business index is based on the distance of the
relative status of the economy from the leading rank, in
accordance with 10 different sets of business indices.
Terms and conditions of obtaining construction permit:
procedures, time, and the cost spent on constructing a
warehouse, quality control and safety mechanism in

construction.
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Access to electricity: procedures, time and cost of
connecting to electricity distribution network, the
degree of assurance in electricity supply and the degree
of transparency of the tariff rate.

Registration of ownership: the procedures, time and
cost of property transfer and the quality of land management
system.

Getting credits: movable collateral laws and credit
information system.

Supporting small investors: the rights of minority
shareholder in transactions with the affiliated entities
and corporate governance.

Ease of tax payment: payments, time and the total rate
of tax payable by a company in accordance with tax
regulations as well as the related processes.
Cross-border trade: time and cost of exporting and
importing the product with relative advantage.
Contract execution: time and cost to resolve trade
disputes and quality of judicial processes.

Insolvency and payment of liabilities: time, cost,
consequence and recovery rate for a deferred liability
and the efficiency of the legal framework to resolve it.
Competitiveness: a set of institutions, policies and
factors that determine the level of the economic productivity
and consequently, the level of economic success that a
country can achieve.

Institutions: this sector measures the legal and
administrative framework of the country in relation to
the interactions of individuals, corporations and government,
and affects the decisions of investors and organizations.
Infrastructures: this sector examines the effective modes
of transportation, availability of facilities for entrepreneurs
to deliver goods and services to the market in a reliable
and timely manner, and enabling employee mobility in
appropriate jobs. Besides, economic dependence on power
supply to factories, so that the power shortage does not
interrupt their work and ultimately, a widespread and
reliable telecommunication network, due to its role in
rapid information streaming and inclusive economic growth,
are the other items which are considered in this sector.
Macroeconomic environment: sustainability and
stability ofthemacroeconomicenvironmentareeffective for
business and it is important for competitiveness in a country.

Basic health and education: healthy workforce is
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critical to competitiveness and productivity in a country.
Unhealthy workers are often absent from work and have
low level of productivity when they are present. Poor
health of the workforce leads to increase business costs.
Given that the basic health and education increases
the individual efficiency of labor force, this index also
considers the quality and quantity of basic education in
addition to health measurement.

Goods market efficiency: countries with an effective
labor market are in a good position for producing and
providing services. Besides, they are confident that their
commodities will be traded at the most efficient situation.
Labor market efficiency: it is important to ensure that
the labor is in the best possible conditions in the country’s
economy environment and has enough incentive to
work at the highest level of effort. It is expected that the
labor market provides the needed flexibility for the labor
force movement from one economic activity to another
at minimum cost with minimum time duration. Men and
women should be treated equally in this market. All the
points that are considered in this field will have a posi-
tive impact on performance of labor force.

Financial market development: refers to the components
such as the efficient financial sector, saved resources by
people and are entered into the economy from abroad,
and entrepreneurial or investment projects with the
highest expected return on investment (regardless of
political relations).

Technology readiness: measures the agility with which
an economy adopts existing technologies to enhance the
productivity of its industries, with specific emphasis on
its capacity to fully leverage information and communication
technologies (ICT) in daily activities and production
processes for increased efficiency and competitiveness.
Market size: including the total size of the domestic
and foreign market of the country. Size of the domestic
marketincludes GDP plusthe value of imports of goods and
services minus the value of exports of goods and services.
Advanced business enterprises: considers two
complex elements that are intertwined: the quality of
the business network in general, and the quality of the
strategies and operations of the companies in particular.
Innovation: sufficient investment in research and

development, especially by the private sector, existence
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of high quality research institutions that provides the
basic knowledge required to create new technology, the
extent of research collaboration, and the development of
technology between the university and industry and the
protection of intellectual property, are the considerable
subjects related to this index.

Imports value of goods and services: imports of
goods and services represent the value of all goods and
services received from the rest of the world. They
include the value of merchandise, transport, insurance,
travel, royalties, communication, construction, financial,
information, business, personal and government services,
etc.

Exports value of goods and services: exports of goods
and services represent the value of all goods and services
provided to the rest of the world. They include the value
of merchandise, transport, insurance, travel, royalties,
communication, construction, financial, information,
business, personal and government services, etc.
Agricultural sector: the agricultural group is consistent
with the sections 1 to 5 of the ISIC codes. Sections 1
to 5 include the agricultural sector which cover a set of
activities such as forestry, hunting and fishing, cultivation
of crops and livestock production. (see chapter II for
value added).

Industry sector: Industry corresponds to ISIC divisions
10-45 and includes manufacturing (ISIC divisions 15-37).
It comprises value added in mining, manufacturing (also
reported as a separate subgroup), construction, electricity,
water, and gas. (see chapter II for value added).

Services sector: Services correspond to ISIC divisions
50-99 and they include value added in wholesale and
retail trade (including hotels and restaurants), transport,
and government, financial, professional, and personal
services such as education, health care, and real
estate services. Also included are imputed bank service
charges, import duties, and any statistical discrepancies
noted by national compilers as well as discrepancies
arising from rescaling.

Passengers transported by airlines: include
domestic and international air travelers with the
registered aircrafts in the country.

Passengers transported by railways: number of

passengers transported via railways per kilometer.
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Freight transported by railways: the volume of the
transported freight via railways which is measured with
the unit of one ton per kilometer traveled.

International tourists (number of arrivals): the number
of tourists who travel to a country other than that in
which they have their usual residence, for a period not
exceeding 12 months. When data on number of tourists
are not available, the number of visitors, which includes
tourists, same-day visitors, cruise passengers, and crew
members, is shown instead. Sources and collection
methods for arrivals differ across countries. In some
cases, data are from border statistics (police, immigration,
and the like) and supplemented by border surveys. In
other cases, data are from tourism accommodation
establishments. For some countries number of arrivals is
limited to arrivals by air and for others to arrivals staying
in hotels. Some countries include arrivals of nationals
residing abroad while others do not. Caution should thus
be used in comparing arrivals across countries. The data
on inbound tourists refer to the number of arrivals, not
to the number of people traveling. Thus a person who
makes several trips to a country during a given period is
counted each time as a new arrival.

International tourists (number of departures): the
number of departures that people make from their
country of usual residence to any other country for any
purpose. Thedataonoutboundtouristsrefertothenumberof
departures, not to the number of people traveling. Thus
a person who makes several trips from a country during
a given period is counted each time as a new departure.
Number of internet users: people who have used the
internet (from any location) in the last 3 months. The
internet can be used via computer, mobile phone, digital
TVs, etc.
